LONDON — Almost 100,000 peo-
ple visited the sixth annual Racing
Car show during its eight day run
at London’s Olympia exhibition
hall, with the Lola type 70, latest
sports racing ecar fromthedrawing
board of Eric Broadley, the star
of the show,

For its debut, this monocoque
sports racer was fitled with a
rear-mounted 4,7 litreShelby Ford
V8 engine, Its 350 bhp will be
transmitted through the latest
Hewland 4 speed gearbox, called

the LG (for large gearbox?) 500,
which has been developed espe-
cially for large capacity rear-
engined sports and GT cars.

The T70 has 15 in wheels using
725 tires at the rear. Suspension
is independent all round, withdou~
ble wishbones at front, while at the
rear there are non-parallel radius
arms plus single upper lateral
link and a Y-link below,

As on the Broadley designed
Ford GT, the two side “tanks®
form the monocoque chassis,

stone road racing tires with Me-
com's 275LM Ferrari and a Lotus
30, owner unknown,

Mecom's second entry at See
bring will be the 275LM Ferrari
which Walt Hansgen will co-drive
with a new name to the Mecom
Racing Team, Mark Donchue,

Mecom's second Lola 70 will
arrive sometime in April and will
be fitted with a 325 CID FordVs
similar to the engine used by Dan
Gurney in his Pacesetter Lotus 19
Ford which led the Daytona Con-
tinental for sc many laps this year,

These two Lolas will form per-
haps the most potent two-car team
to challenge the Chaparral for the
overall champlonship in 1965 US-
RRC events. Backup cars will be
the 275LM Ferrari and the Hus-
seln I, also to be fitted with a Ford
engine, and an occasional appear-
ance of the ex-Reventlow rear-
engined Scarab. It appears that
John Mecom has switched to Ford
engines for 1965 - at least for the
present,
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
